AMHERST, Nova Scotia — Nearly $60,000 in Community Support grants were handed out by
the Town of Amherst on Thursday, Sept. 17, 2020, to 10 organizations that help make Amherst
a great place to live, work and play.

“It is organizations the like the ones here this evening that help make this town a strong, caring
community,” said Mayor David Kogon, who, along with other members of council, handed out
the grants.

“Ambherst couldn’t function without
these very active community
organizations. Their work,
whether with children or adults, is
priceless to this community. Their
incredible contribution is one of
the main reasons this can
encourages others to see why we
love it.”

Kogon noted the COVID-19
pandemic impacted the number of
