Companion Animal Bylaw – Registration and Licensing of Dogs

With the loosening of restrictions and the limited reopening of Amherst town hall, applications to register dogs are now being accepted.

The Town of Amherst Companion Animal Bylaw requires all dogs within town limits to be registered. Normally, the registration deadline is April 1, but this restriction was eased as a result of COVID-19 concerns.  

Now that town hall has reopened, with public access between 10 a.m. and noon and 1 p.m. and 3 p.m., Monday to Friday, dog owners now have until July 31, 2020, to register their dogs with the town. 

Registered dogs will receive a metal dog tag that must be affixed to the dog’s collar.  

It is important to note every dog over the age of four months must be vaccinated against rabies. Proof that rabies vaccinations are up to date is required before a dog licence can be issued.  

Annual dog licence fees are:  
 
· $15 for each spayed/neutered dog; 
· $30 for each un-sprayed/un-neutered dog. 
· $15 for tag replacement
